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Our mission is to use regressions to determine if current and former baseball players are likely steroid users. We plan to use historical analyses on a variety of variables to find a pattern of success for known non-steroid users and a pattern of too much success for infamous steroid users. We will then look at players that are questionably taking performance enhancing drugs to determine which trend line they are closer to.
Baseball statistics are plentiful, and we found that Baseball-reference.com has more than enough information for us to complete this project.
