Born in Nagykároly, Hungary in 1916, Frank lived 95 active years. Frank and his wife Jean moved into the Amalgamated in 1943, where they lived continuously for 64 years until 2009.  Frank successfully led a fight against corruption in the Painters Union. He was committed to the idea of cooperative housing. Frank served on the Amalgamated Board and, when not on the Board, was a leader of the loyal opposition. Everyone recognized that Frank acted out of philosophical conviction and never for personal gain. Frank was a life long fighter against corruption and will always be remembered as a wonderful character, inspiring others to be active and courageous in the fight for a better world.
