Problem S2.1:  Your teenage son operates a Web site called catsdrool.com, generally devoted to expressing the view that dogs are superior to cats in every possible way.  Yesterday he was presented with a UDRP complaint from catz.com, seeking a transfer of the name to the owners of catz.com.

Question (a): Should your son prevail in a UDRP proceeding?  UDRP ¶ 4.  [To be assigned in connection with a reading of the Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. case.]

Question (b): If not, can he seek further review in federal court?  Lanham Act §§ 32(2)(D), 43 (d).  [To be assigned in connection with a reading of the Dluhos case.]

Question (c): Would your answers change if the registrant of catz.com was not located in the United States and if the registrant had not used the mark “catz” in the United States?  Lanham Act § 45 (definitions of “trademark” and “commerce”).  [To be assigned in connection with a reading of the Barcelona case.]
