Assignment:  In this assignment, you will package the materials you have developed in the previous modules in the formats requested by the main funders for Canadian researchers. (These include the CIHR, PSI, FRSQ the Vancouver Foundation (aka B.C. Medical Services Foundation, etc….).  Use the material in the module to guide you.  
To complete this assignment do a) the c.v. module and either b) a Letter of Intent in the Vancouver Foundation or PSI or FRSQ format OR c) a skeletal version of the CIHR research module.

· Letter of Intent (Vancouver Foundation)
· Go to http://www.vancouverfoundation.bc.ca/GrantInformation/loiapp.asp to have a look at the Letter of Intent form for this funding agency.  Repackage your material in a format that would convince the VF to invite a full proposal from you.

· Research Module (CIHR)

· Go to the CIHR website and register to get a PIN number https://cihr-irsc.fcar.qc.ca/pls/crm/crmen.crm
· Once you have logged in, create a new “Research Module” for an Operating Grant.  Try https://cihr-irsc.fcar.qc.ca/pls/crm/crmen.crm though you might have to do some navigating to find the exact form

· This is meant to be an educational exercise, so you do not need to be compulsive about the exact contents of the form, but DO put something in each box so you will have gone through the whole process in dress rehearsal fashion.

· Print out the completed form and go over it with your preceptor

· Common C.V.

· Each grant application must be accompanied by your calling card – the curriculum vitae.

· As an educational exercise, complete the common c.v. application found at:  http://www.cvcommun.net/index_e.html  You will have to register.

· Have some fun with this – feel free to embellish this at this stage – include your high school annual under “Publications” etc.  Again, the idea is that you have a high level overview of the artifacts of the medical research world.
· Print out the complete common c.v. and show it to your preceptor.  Have them show you theirs (c.v. that is).
