� The alphabet devised by Sts. Cyril and Methodius wasn’t the one we use today.  It was a completely different-looking, more complex system of symbols known as “Glagolitic” (see attached illustration).  “Cyrillic,” named for St. Cyril, arose at about the same time or shortly after, and is thought to have been invented either by a disciple of Cyril’s or by Methodius and associates.  Tradition, however, makes Cyril the creator of both.  Scholars disagree as to which spoken Slavic dialect was chosen by the two saints as the basis for the language of their translations; in any case, because this dialect was inadequate for their purpose, they had to enrich and transform it, drawing on the vocabulary and syntax of Greek.
