TO,

When a dependent clause beginning with a “question word” (`to, `tobx, kak, kakoy, kogda, gde...) becomes the object of a verb or preposition in the main clause, it should be introduced by a form of   to,  [note comma!] that is declined into the appropriate case (i.e., the case required by the verb or preposition of which it is the object).

Example: 

Spasibo za to, `to Vx delali dl= moey materi.  
Thank you for what you did for my mother (for that which you did for my mother).
