Students must also have taken graduate courses for letter
grades, at the 4000-6000 level, in at least three of the following fields: ancient, medieval, Renaissance & Baroque,
and modern; and at least one graduate level course for a letter grade in a non-Western field within the department.
A course in a Non-Western field is defined as a coutse taken in one of the following M.Phil. programs/fields: East Asian Art
and Archaeology, South Asian Art and Archaeology, the Arts and Architecture of the Lands of Islam, Art and Architecture of
the Americas until 1550 (“Pre-Columbian”), African and African Diaspora Art and Architecture, Native North American Art
and Archaeology. Students who do not have sufficient background in the relevant philological or historical fields for their
areas of research may be required to take related courses in those fields.
