UNDERGRADUATE PROGRAMS

All of the undergraduate courses oftered at Columbia University’s Biosphere 2 Center
require at least one year of completed undergraduate course work at an accredited col-
lege. Graduating high school students who have completed extensive undergraduate or
AP-level course work may be accepted into an undergraduate summer course at the
Biosphere 2. Please contact one of our Biosphere 2 counselors to discuss this issue before
applying. All high school applicants applying for undergraduate course work will be
reviewed on a case-by-case basis.

Research Semester is open only to junior and senior college students majoring in envi-
ronmental biology, environmental science, physics, astronomy, engineering, geoscience,
applied mathematics, and relevant policy fields. It is not open to high school students or
to first-year and sophomore college students. Applicants for the Research Semester are
required to submit a letter of recommendation from a faculty adviser in their home insti-
tution department and an essay detailing their interest in the program and their research
project of choice.

Please fill out Forms 1, 2, and 3A of the application. Submit a separate copy of

Form 1 if you are applying for both semester and summer programs or for more
than one semester program. If applying for multiple programs, please prioritize your
choices.

After completing Form 3A, please submit the form to your dean for approval of

your attendance at Columbia University’s Biosphere 2 Center. The dean should
complete the form, seal it in an envelope, sign it across the seal, and return it to you. If
the dean chooses to send the form directly to Biosphere 2, he or she should send it to
the Biosphere 2 address, bottom right.
