And of such amateur athletic cluba which, In additlon
to the adoption of the foregoing definition, shall have a
bona fide amateur membership of at least twenty-five,
and which shall be organized and continued for amateur
athletie purauits; and whose membership shall consist
only of amateurs. No clob which is a branch of, or bears
the name of, or directly or indirectly recelves support
from, or whoss members are reguired to gualily by frst
becoming members of any club which makes a specialty
of professional contests, shall be eligible to membership
in this agsociation.

WESTERY AMATREUR ATHLETIC ABROCIATION.

An amateur athlete is one who has never competed with
